We have already had a positive response throughout the community to our pro-
motion of our Resurrection Sunday service. As with other Catholic countries, es-
pecially in Latin America, there will be a weeklong holiday throughout what we call
Passion Week. Unfortunately, many of the celebrations here are not biblically
based. We hope to teach the people the truth from the scriptures about the signif-

icance of the Life, Death, Burial, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ for Christians.
